Brief Description: A two-day workshop that includes winding a warp, warping a loom, and
weaving a project of “mug-rugs,” using various treadlings or color variations to create different
patterns in fabric. Opportunity to weave a set of “mug rugs” on one’s own loom, and also
opportunity to try the looms of others. Workshop fee will cover the printing of educational
materials. Individual participants will bring their tools, loom, and prescribed project yarns.

Cost: Cost per individual will be the cost of the notebooks and included info

Lately I have been hanging out in a new rabbit hole. I have been doing research on Corkscrew. I have,
in fact, figured out where Shadow Weave ends and Corkscrew begins. And there is a 30 page document
with 36 drafts which explores and explains the results of my research. I do love a good mystery and the
resulting treasure hunt to solve it. You will hear more about this, I am sure.

In the process of the study, I wove a short sample warp from one of the drafts I call “cool other.” While
designing drafts in software, sometimes a drawdown appears that must be saved, because it is so “cool.”
There are three treadlings represented here. Dare I say this is a new cloth never before seen? Perhaps.

Is it corkscrew? Probably not. However, it does have some features similar to the cloth I have been
studying.
